	31. Apologies for absence – Cllr R Callender – Other commitments.
32. Declarations of interest in items on the Agenda - None.
33. Public Questions – 
A Member of the public raised a concern over the hedge from Kirkwell Cottages to the Hauxley junction with the A1068, the hedge was overgrown in width, preventing the grass verge and increasing the number of pedestrians walking on the road.  Cllr Wilkinson agreed to contact the farmer to request the hedge be cut back.
The Clerk informed of a query regarding the footpath from the Hauxley junction on the A1068 to the Amble roundabout, the grass had grown covering some 12-18 inches of the footpath making it difficult for a wheelchair user to often used the footpath. The Clerk has reported this to NCC and the grass had been cut.  The edging of the footpath was logged as winter work for the Highways team.  This would be monitored and brought back to the next meeting if necessary.
